PROJECT SELECTION PROCESSS

Projects in the 2011-2014 TIP have been identified as
priorities for the Houston region through a cooperative
transportation planning process. That federally mandated

process and the role of various regional entities is generalized

Projects included in the Plan and subsequently in the TIP,
are identified by projects sponsors, namely the state and
local government entities. H-GAC assists sponsors in de-

in the US 290 (Northwest) and SH3
(Southeast) corridors, and advances
the vision of region-wide commuter
rail service outlined in the 2035 RTP.
While METRO is the largest
provider of public transportation in
the region, other counties and service
providers have been responding to the
growing needs and requests for trans-
portation beyond the METRO service
area. The 2011-2014 TIP includes
bus service expansion in Fort Bend,
Brazoria, Galveston, Montgomery and
Harris Counties.

ROADWAYS

'This program area consists of all in-
vestments for construction, widening,
rehabilitation and maintenance of the
region’s roadway system. At just over
$5.4 billion, it represents the largest pro-
gram category in the 2011-2014 TTP.

PRESERVATION AND
MAINTENANCE

Cost for maintaining and rehabilitat-
ing the roadway and transit systems
continue to rise as facilities age. The
2035 plan indicates that, over time,
added capacity projects will decrease
as a share of total expenditures relative
to system preservation costs. Routine
maintenance of roadways, bridges,
overpasses, transit stations and transit
routes will also account for an increas-
ingly greater share of expenditures as
these systems expand.

BICYCLE AND PEDESTRIAN

Improving connections between modes of travel and destinations is a primary
objective of the 2011-2014 TIP.

Among the challenges in developing
a regional transit system is the ability
to establish service in areas that can
generate consistent ridership. One
of the solutions to that challenge is
transit-oriented development known
as Livable Centers. The 2011-2014
TIP invests $39 million dollars for
the implementation of Livable Cen-
ters. This investment will facilitate the
creation of new town centers that will
provide closer live-work-play options.
Examples of Livable Centers in
our region include The Woodlands
Town Center and Sugar Land Town
Center, both described in national
publications as “Best Places to Live.”

Commute Solu-
tions also offers incentives to employers to promote carpooling, vanpooling
and teleworking for their employees. The 2011-2014 TIP invests $11 million
dollars in the Commute Solutions program.

Clean Air Action is a federally funded public education
program that focuses on the health hazards of exposure to
ground level ozone, otherwise known as smog from on-road
motor vehicles. The 2011-2014 TIP programs $2.5 million
for Clean Air Outreach.

FINANCING THE 2011-14 TIP
REVENUES

Projects in the 2011-2014 TIP are financed through a combination of federal, state,
and local revenues. Each project included in the TIP must have an identified funding
source. 'The funding must come from reasonably expected revenues available from
tederal, state and local sources. Local sources account for more than 70 percent of the
revenue for projects in the 2011-2014 TIP. Local revenue sources include METRO’s
sales tax revenue, toll revenue, county and municipal property tax receipts, bond
programs and user fees.

State funding comes from the state motor fuels tax, vehicle registration fees, pass-
through financing agreements and other state allocations. Projects that are funded
entirely with state funds are selected by the appropriate Texas Department of Trans-
portation district or by the Texas Transportation Commission at the statewide level.

'The federal dollars programmed in the 2011-2014 TIP are primarily de-
rived from allocations from the Federal Highway Administration and Federal
Transit Administration. The majority of the federal dollars programmed in the
TIP require a local match from project sponsors. In most cases federal funds for
projects require a minimum 20 percent local match.

EXPENDITURES

With a total cost exceeding $9.8 billion and more than 900 projects, the 2011-
2014 TIP is one of the largest TIPs in the nation. It surpasses the budgets of sev-
eral state departments of transportation. The costs for the major state facilities
programmed in the 2011-2014 TIP include right of way acquisition, environ-
mental mitigation and other direct costs, as well as construction costs. Revenues
and costs for the 2011-2014 TIP are also reported in year of expenditure dollars
for the first time.

FUNDING OUTLOOK

At present, the revenue forecast has been revised downward due to the current
economic recession. While this trend is not expected to continue indefinitely, its
effect on the 2011-2014 TIP is pronounced. Beyond 2014, other factors are hav-
ing a significant impact on revenue streams, most notable of which are the state
and federal spending cuts due to the depletion of the Highway Trust Fund.
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Beyond that, there are systemic
problems in the way transportation
expenditures are currently funded. The
state and federal motor fuels taxes are
the largest sources of transportation
funding. However, rising fleet fuel
efficiencies will significantly erode
tax receipts in the future as less fuel is
consumed. Also, the motor fuel taxes
are static and lose purchasing power
each year due to inflation. Action
at both the state and federal levels is
needed to overcome these funding
obstacles. Two options for raising
additional revenues that can be done
locally are to increase user fees and
toll rates, as well as miles of roadway
subject to tolling.

A long-term, systemic solution for
transportation funding is the adoption
of a vehicle miles traveled tax (VMT
tax) while eliminating the convention-
al motor fuels taxes. There are several
obstacles that still need to be worked
out before a VMT tax could be imple-
mented, and overcoming these would
likely require federal action.

Until new revenues sources are
developed or the stability of current
sources is improved, the long range
outlook for transportation funding will
continue to weaken.

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Chapter 1 — Regional Overview and Summary

The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is a staged, multiyear program of projects approved for funding by
federal, state, and local sources within the Houston region. Every two to three years, the Houston-Galveston Area
Council (H-GAC), in cooperation with the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT), local governments, and
transportation agencies, develops a new TIP. The 2011-2014 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) details a
program of projects to maintain, enhance and expand the multimodal, regional transportation system. Projects in the
2011-2014 TIP have been identified as priorities for the Houston region. The projects meet initial project
development and environmental requirements allowing them to proceed through advanced development and
construction within the next four years.

The Regional Transportation Planning Process

To ensure local participation in transportation planning and project development, the federal government mandates
establishment of Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) in urbanized areas. In 1974, the Houston-Galveston
Area Council (H-GAC) was designated by the Governor as the MPO for the eight-county Houston metropolitan
region.

Roles and Responsibilities

H-GAC - serves as the fiscal agent for the MPO. The H-GAC Board of Directors approves procurements of
professional services and other contracts necessary for the operation of the MPO. H-GAC also provides staff
support for the MPO policy board.

MPO - responsibilities are defined in federal and state regulations. The Transportation Policy Council (TPC) is the
policy-making board for the MPO. Its twenty-eight (28) voting members are responsible for development and
approval of transportation plans and programs. Membership on the TPC consists of local elected officials and heads
of transportation agencies. The TPC establishes regional transportation priorities through its approval of the
Regional Transportation Plan and the Transportation Improvement Program.

Regional Transportation Plan (Plan) - Updated every four years, the Plan sets out a vision for development of the
region's transportation infrastructure over the next 20 to 30 years. Inclusion in the Plan is the all-important first step
toward making a transportation project idea into reality. The 2035 Plan is the most recently approved long-range
plan for the Houston area. It is a multimodal plan that includes all regionally significant projects and programs
planned for the region regardless of the likely funding source.

Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) - Updated every two years, the TIP is the implementation device for
projects in the Plan. It is essentially a capital improvements program and constitutes the first four years of the Plan.
The TIP identifies federal, state and local funding for transportation projects that will be implemented within the
TIP’s 4-year timeframe. A transportation project must be included in the TIP to receive federal funding. With
certain exceptions, projects must also be included in the Plan prior to being included in the TIP.

The Plan and the TIP must be fiscally constrained, that is not include more projects than can be implemented based
upon assumptions about “reasonably” available funding. The Plan and the TIP are also constrained by air quality
mandates for this region.

The TPC approves both documents and their program of projects.

Planning and Project Development

Projects included in the Plan and subsequently in the TIP, are identified by projects sponsors, namely the state and
local government entities. H-GAC assists sponsors in developing projects in a number of ways, including
developing demographic forecasts for the region and conducting planning studies that identify infrastructure and
service improvements needs.

Prior to inclusion in the Plan, H-GAC staff evaluates projects in terms of regional benefits and consistency with
fiscal and air quality constraints. This effort is undertaken with various subcommittees and in conjunction with local
governments.

Once a project is included in the Plan, it proceeds through the development process. This includes environmental
review, design, preliminary engineering, and right-of-way acquisition, as appropriate. For any given project, a
variety of agencies, as well as the public, are involved in reviewing plans, designs and funding strategies at various
stages in the development process. Large infrastructure projects often have several sources of funding from all levels
of government (federal, state and local).

H-GAC staff and TPC committees evaluate projects based upon criteria approved by the TPC. Projects selected by
the Texas Transportation Commission, including transit projects, are included in the TIP subject to TPC

concurrence. Once the TIP is adopted , it is included in the Statewide TIP (STIP). The STIP is approved by federal
agencies.

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TIP Funding and Project Selection

The transportation project selection and approval process involves shared decision-making. TPC approves all
projects included in the TIP but many are developed and selected in other forums. For example, the Texas
Transportation Commission selects major mobility, maintenance, rehabilitation and safety projects on the state
system. It also selects bridge program projects both on and off the state system. With the exception of the Houston
Urbanized Area (UZA), the state administers the region’s transit funding programs. H-GAC facilitates discussions
between local transit agencies on the division of federal funds allocated to the Houston UZA.

The TPC selects projects for two funding categories: Surface Transportation Program — Metropolitan Mobility
(STP-MM) and Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Program (CMAQ). These two funding categories have
specific eligibility requirements defined in the federal regulatory code. As part of the TIP update process, H-GAC
typically conducts a “call for projects”. The state and local governments submit projects that will be ready for
implementation in the timeframe of the TIP.

H-GAC staff evaluates candidate projects based upon criteria approved by the TPC. Typically the criteria include
cost effectiveness measures and “readiness” for implementation within the TIP timeframe. In recent years, the TPC
has provided funding for non-traditional transportation programs such as Livable Centers.

The 2011-2014 TIP was developed and reviewed by technical and policy committees. Technical review was
provided by the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC). Members of this Committee are lead transportation
personnel from local governments, TXDOT, and other transportation agencies in the Houston region. This
Committee aided in the development of the criteria/processes used to evaluate and select projects in MPO-selected
categories included in the 2008-2011 TIP. They also guided the refinement of programmed projects, which in turn,
provided input for the 2011-2014 TIP. The committee serves as the technical body that recommends the TIP for
TPC approval.

Legal Requirements

The TIP is developed in accordance with the metropolitan planning requirements set forth in the Statewide and
Metropolitan Planning Final Rule (23 CFR Part 450, 49 CFR Part 613) promulgated in the October 28, 1993 Federal
Register as required by the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 (ISTEA), which was
reauthorized as the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21), and more recently reauthorized as the
Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU). The 2008-
2011 TIP was prepared under guidelines set forth in the Code of Federal Regulations (referenced above) as updated
on June 9, 2006, and in SAFETEA-LU.

Air Quality

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has designated the eight-county Houston-Galveston-Brazoria
area as nonattainment for ground-level ozone (O3). While transportation is not this region’s sole source of ozone
pre-cursor pollutants, continued reductions of pollutants from on-road vehicles is an essential part of our plan to
attain clean air standards. Consequently, the long-range transportation plan is required to conform to emission limits
set by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) and approved by the EPA.

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Chapter 2 —Highway Projects

Federal and State Funding Categories

The 2011-2014 TIP programs federal, state and local funds for transportation projects. Federal funds to
states are authorized in multiyear transportation bills. The most recent bill, the Safe, Accountable,
Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act (SAFETEA-LU) was signed into law in 2005. The law
expired in 2009. Since that time, transportation appropriations have been completed as part of continuing
resolutions. The current resolution extends transportation funding to states at FY 2009 SAFETEA-LU
levels until the end of calendar year 2010.

This chapter of the 2011-2014 TIP lists projects to be funded using a federal or state funding source. The
projects are grouped under the funding categories set by the TxDOT Unified Transportation Plan (UTP)
as shown in the detailed listing on the following pages. Table 2-1 shows a brief look at the funding
categories.

There are 12 categories of funding in the UTP which fall into the two TXxDOT goals of Maintain It and
Build It. The projects in the Maintain It category are represented by projects in Categories: 1 -
Preventative Maintenance & Rehab, 6 - Structures and Bridges, and 8 — Safety, which are projects that
preserve the existing transportation network.

The projects in the Build It category are represented by system development projects funded in the other
nine categories. The name for each category is listed in the table of information below and again in
Appendix C. Appendix C gives an in-depth review of the TXDOT categories, an explanation of the
selection process for each category, and the funding requirements and restrictions.

In February 2009, the President signed into law the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).
The ARRA included almost $509 million for highway and bridge improvements in the eight-county
Houston metropolitan region. ARRA funded projects are shown in this chapter as Category 19 or ARRA.

Project Listing

The project listings provided in this chapter are for two Texas Department of Transportation (TXxDOT)
Districts - Houston and Beaumont. The projects in Chapter 2 represent the highway investments for the
next four years. The project list is grouped by Fiscal Year, which means the year the project is estimated
to let to contract. Once the projects were grouped into years, they were sorted by street name and project
limits.

The details associated with each project are explained in Table 2-2.
Fiscal Year

Fiscal years begin September 1st and continue through August 31st of the following year. For example,
fiscal year 2011 begins September 1, 2010 and ends August 31, 2011.

Fiscal years are used in the TIP project listing to show the year in which a particular project phase is
funded, or the fiscal year in which funds are committed to a project. All projects in FY 2011-2014 are
fiscally constrained and have identified funding commitments.

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Total Costs

Major projects in Chapter 2 are represented in total cost dollars which includes all facets of the
construction project. To clarify, total project cost includes acquisition of ROW, utility relocation, design
and engineering costs, contingencies and inflation. The purpose of this is to reflect the entirety of the
investment.

Typically, major roadway projects require a variety of funding sources. The project listing illustrates the
funding sources for each project.

Year-of-Expenditure (YOE)
Funding for all projects is shown in YOE dollars. TXDOT uses a 4% inflation rate statewide.
Grouped Projects

The project listing also includes grouped projects. The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and
Texas Department of Transportation understand that some projects are subsets of a larger investment. In
some instances there are projects that would seem very minor as independent projects but lumped into a
grouped project cover a number of investments of similar scope providing a bigger picture and resulting
in a more significant representation of investment. There are also some instances where it would be
difficult to identify projects at the time of adoption of the TIP due to the emergency nature of the project.
This is the case for projects such as emergency repair and maintenance. For these purposes the FHWA
has encouraged the use of grouped projects.

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Chapter 3 — Public Transportation Projects

Public Transportation Overview

Within the Houston region, transportation services are provided by private for-profit, private

nonprofit, and public entities such as regional transportation authorities, small urban providers,

and rural providers. These entities coordinate the provision of transportation services to the

general public in the Houston, Galveston, Lake Jackson/Angleton, Texas City/LaMarque UZA, and The
Woodlands Urbanized Areas (UZA) as well as to residents of the region’s nonurbanized

areas.

The 2011-2014 TIP details the program of projects from federal, state and local sources for the public
transportation providers within the Houston region. Public comment on the 2011-2014 TIP satisfies the
federal requirement for opportunity for the public to review and comment on the program of projects for
each of the service providers listed below.

Service Providers

Public service providers in the Houston region that provide fixed route, demand response, and/or
paratransit services include:

The District — As a public transportation provider, The District operates demand response, paratransit,
and fixed route services across sixteen counties. Within the region, it operates Park and Ride and Park and
Pool lots in The Woodlands, Spring and Liberty with access to the central business district of Houston,
Greenway Plaza, and the Texas Medical Center. The District provides paratransit service to the VA
hospital in Houston, the Texas Medical Center, and Liberty County. It also operates six water cruisers in
The Woodlands along the Woodlands waterway, reducing short local trips to retail and restaurants within
the area. The District receives funding from the Texas Department of Transportation and Federal Transit
Administration.

Colorado Valley Transit — As a public transportation provider, Colorado Valley Transit (CVTD)
provides demand response and fixed-route service for four counties. Within the region, CVTD provides
demand response and limited fixed route service to the residents in Waller County. CVTD receives
funding from the Federal Transportation Administration and from the Texas Department of
Transportation. These funds reimburse CVTD for a portion of trip expenses with the remaining cost made
up by county and city contributions, fares, grants and other local sources.

Connect Transit — Operated by the Gulf Coast Center, Connect Transit provides demand response
service in Galveston and Brazoria Counties. Since 2008, Connect Transit has offered fixed route service
in Texas City and La Marque. In cooperation with Island Transit, Connect Transit began Park and Ride
service between Texas City and Galveston Island in 2009. The 2011-2014 TIP includes funding to
support 5 new fixed routes in southern Brazoria County, known as Southern Brazoria County Transit
(services initiated in 2010).

Island Transit - Island Transit provides fixed-route transit, dial-a-ride and trolley service in the
Galveston area. The Galveston trolley has 20 stops that connect the City of Galveston downtown, Seawall
Boulevard, the Historic Strand, and UTMB. They also offer dial-a-ride service to those that qualify.
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METRO — As the largest transit provider in the region, METRO offers numerous transportation
solutions including traditional local fixed-route transit service, light rail, 113 miles of HOV lanes along
six major corridors, 25 park and ride lots, 18 transit centers, paratransit service known as METROL.ft,
and Rideshare programs, including vanpool operations.

Harris County — Developed through the Community and Economic Development department of
Harris County, this provider operates service in areas not served by METRO within Harris County.
Services being developed and implemented in this TIP include park and ride services in Eastern Harris
County, including Pasadena and Baytown as well as circulator services. Harris County also operates the
Rides program which is a demand response service that can be either a shared ride or taxi service. Harris
County receives funding from the Houston Urbanized Area allocations from the Federal Transit
Administration.

Fort Bend - As a public transportation provider, Fort Bend County (FBC) operates demand response
service within Fort Bend County and provides service to Harris County destinations including the Texas
Medical Center and central business district of Houston. FBC also supports a commuter service known as
TREKEXPRESS which provides commuter trips to Greenway Plaza and the Galleria. Within this TIP,
Fort Bend County will be expanding park and ride facilities to include SH 36 at University of Houston —
Sugar Land, Sienna Plantation, and Westpark.

Transit Funding Categories

! Section 5311 Nonurbanized Area Formula Program and Rural Transit Assistance Program will be programmed by
TxXDOT Public Transportation Division (PTN) into the STIP.
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Federal Transit Administration Programs

Section 5303/5304 Planning Funds - provide funding to support cooperative, continuous, and
comprehensive planning for making transportation investment decisions in metropolitan areas and
statewide, State Departments of Transportation (DOTs) and Metropolitan Planning Organizations
(MPOs). Federal planning funds are first apportioned to State DOTs. State DOTSs then allocate planning
funding to MPOs.

Section 5307/5340 Urban Areas Formula Funds — provide funding to support a variety of public
transportation services and facilities. The funds are authorized through the transportation authorization
bill and are apportioned annually for urban areas based on legislative formulas.

Large urbanized areas are defined as those with populations greater than 200,000. Small urbanized areas
have populations between 50,000 and 200,000. The Houston region includes the large Houston UZA and
four small urbanized areas, Texas City/LaMarque, Galveston, The Woodlands and Lake Jackson/
Angleton. The boundaries of the Houston UZA extend into parts of Brazoria, Fort Bend, Galveston and
Montgomery counties. For this reason in this TIP, Fort Bend County and Harris County receive a share of
funds from the Houston UZA apportionment.

Section 5308 Clean Fuels Grant Program - discretionary program with a two-fold purpose. First, the
program was developed to assist nonattainment and maintenance areas in achieving or maintaining the
National Ambient Air Quality Standards for ozone and carbon monoxide (CO). Second, the program
supports emerging clean fuel and advanced propulsion technologies for transit buses and markets for
those technologies.

Section 5309 Major Capital Investments - provides capital assistance for three primary activities:

e New and replacement buses and facilities (Bus and Bus Related Facilities program),
e Modernization of existing rail systems (Fixed Guideway Modernization program), and
e New fixed guideway systems (New Starts program and Small Starts).

The New Starts program provides funds for construction of new fixed-guideway systems or extensions to
existing fixed-guideway systems. The Small Starts program provides funds to capital projects that either
(a) meet the definition of a fixed guideway for at least 50 percent of the project length in the peak period
or (b) are corridor-based bus projects with 10-minute peak/15 minute off-peak headways or better while
operating at least 14 hours per weekday. The Federal assistance provided or to be provided under Section
5309 must be less than $75 million and the project must have a total capital cost of less than $250 million,
both in year of expenditure dollars.

Section 5310 Elderly and Persons with Disabilities - funds transportation projects for the elderly and
persons with disabilities in all areas: metropolitan, urbanized, and nonurbanized areas. To administer the
program, FTA allocates capital funds to TXDOT based on the State’s population of elderly and persons
with disabilities. Funds are distributed to the TXDOT Districts for capital projects, including the purchase
of replacement vehicles, new vehicles for service expansion, and auxiliary equipment such as radios,
vehicle shelters, wheelchair lifts and restraints, microcomputer hardware and software, etc. Existing
metropolitan, urban, and nonurban transit providers serve as the primary recipients of funds for their
service areas.

Section 5311 Rural and Small Urban Areas - funds public transportation in nonurbanized areas (i.e.,
areas with less than 50,000 population). The goal of the Program is to enhance the access of people in
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nonurbanized areas to health care, shopping, education, employment, public services, and recreation. In
Texas, the Program is administered by the Texas Department of Transportation (TXDOT). Funds are
apportioned to the State by formula, and may be used for capital, operating, and administrative purposes.

Section 5316 Job Access and Reverse Commute Program - was established to address the unique
transportation challenges faced by welfare recipients and low income persons seeking to obtain and
maintain employment. Many new entry level jobs are located in suburban areas, and low income
individuals have difficulty accessing these jobs from their inner city, urban, or rural neighborhoods. In
addition, many entry level jobs require working late at night or on weekends when conventional transit
services are either reduced or non-existant. Finally, many employment related trips are complex and
involve multiple destinations, including reaching childcare facilities or other services.

Section 5317 New Freedom Program - aims to provide additional tools to overcome existing barriers
facing Americans with disabilities seeking integration into the work force and full participation in
society. Lack of adequate transportation is a primary barrier to work for individuals with disabilities. The
2000 Census showed that only 60 percent of people between the ages of 16 and 64 with disabilities are
employed. The New Freedom formula grant program seeks to reduce barriers to transportation services
and expand the transportation mobility options available to people with disabilities beyond the
requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990.

Organization of this Chapter

Chapter 3 of the 2011-2014 TIP contains the project listing that identifies individual projects for the
transit programs in the TIP. This project listing is separated by the program year in which the project is
estimated to let to contract. The projects are sorted by funding category and urbanized area, then sorted by
the project name. The details of each project are explained in Table 3-2.
