	2006 Digital OrthoPhotography Status
	· 6 inch imagery is almost complete with three tiles and minor corrections left to do. Rectification and mosaicking is 100% completed, QC check and final tone adjustment are 98% done.
· For the 1ft, aerotriangulation and DEM are completed and rectification and mosaicking are over 80% done. QC is 55% complete. 25% of the final tiles have been delivered. More tiles will be shipped out today and the remaining will follow during August. Current deliveries are in TIFF.
· During rectification and editing some bridge decks and other elevated features needed to be redone and mosaicked back into the final orthophoto to achieve horizontal accuracy and avoid a warped appearance.
· Kucera will start correcting individual files and include them in the next hard drive delivery.

· For the MrSID mosaics of Harris and Fort Bend Counties participants/partners have been asked to send an e-mail to Grant and attach a shape file of the specific lamberts they want in each MrSID Mosaic image. The MrSID Mosaics should be small enough in size to fit on a CD with up to 700 MB.

· After final acceptance of the imagery Kucera will begin creating MrSIDs mosaics of the 6 inch and the 1 foot resolution imagery for Harris and Fort Bend Counties. Compression ratio will be 20:1. MrSID mosaics will be shipped out globally at the end of the project. Mosaics for Harris County take a week and a half to QC and generate. Most mosaics take only a few days.
· 1m and ½ m imagery will be created after the 1ft and 6 inch at the end of the project and generated off the 1ft pixel while creating the tiles. Kucera can have all the ½ m on one drive and the 1 m on one drive.
· Kucera is delivering the imagery drives to H-GAC and H-GAC is distributing them to everybody.
· The project will be finished by the end of August.
· John Antalovich Jr. will provide the status update in the August GDC while Dan Debiase will be out of office.

	Update on Oblique Imagery and Address Correction
	HCAD did a pilot with Mobile Video. Mobile Video drives by the properties in a van and takes a street level image. They completed 19,000 in the Inner Loop on the West side. HCAD corrected 500 addresses based on it. Jackie offered to share the data when they are done. Two competing vendors are flying planes taking oblique imagery: Pictometry and ACA. ACA is the company HCAD chose for the pilot. ACA has problems with imagery rectification and georeferencing. This is why H-CAD established a contract with Pictometry based on a new offer. Pictometry will deliver the obliques in July. They charge $600,000 for a multi-user license. Appraisals now have to be done every 3 years instead of every 7 or 9 years. Jackie suggested bringing an imagery sample to the next GDC to demonstrate how they are using it. She will see if she can invite Pictometry to one of the next meetings to talk about the possibility of a multi-user license.

	The second quarter release of Star*Map was distributed on July 5th to maintenance subscribers. This release had 17,463 changes in all. 1,498 new road segments have been added. 15,965 road segments were either spatially modified or their attributes were updated. Wharton County has been significantly updated in this release.
