How to Plant a Tree on
District Right-of-Way

1. Sponsor must submi a written request lo plart irees
fo the Property Managament Department of the District.
Request should ndude a peoject description as wel
as a map showing the proposad locaton.

o verify location of utiiSes.

. Sponsor and al people helping o plant Fees must sign
a waiver provided by the Disirict.

Note: In some instances, the Disirict is able 1o provide
trees for a planting project. If you wish to provide trees
for @ project, the donation must be spproved by
Hamis Cowunty Commissicoers Court before the trees
can be planted. incheding that information in fie writizo
request i sufficent to start that approval procass.
