Ineligible FMA planning Activities includes, but
not limited to, flood studies (hydrologic and
hydraulic studies/analyses) or floodplain mapping
activities (map modernization or risk map
activities).

(a) that have at leastfour (4) flood related damagesclaims payment
(including building and contents) over $5,000 each, and the
cumulativeamountof suchclaimspaymentsexceeds20,000, or

(b) for which at least two (2) separateclaim payments (building
paymentsonly) have beenmadewith the cumulativeamountof the
building portion of such claims exceedthe market value of the
building.

For both instancesat leasttwo (2) of the referenceclaims

must have occurredwithin any tenyear period, and must be
greaterthan10 daysapart
