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INTRODUCTION

Waller County is a rapidly growing part of the greater Houston-Galveston region in terms of
population and employment. To accommodate this growth, Waller County along with the cities
of Brookshire, Hempstead, Katy, Pattison, Prairie View and Waller; the Texas Department of
Transportation; and the Houston-Galveston Area Council (H-GAC) are working together with a
team of consultants to identify and analyze transportation issues in Waller County.

The Waller County Transportation Plan is a comprehensive transportation study to determine
existing and future transportation needs of Waller County. The study’s recommendations will
help local governments and policy makers guide transportation investments to improve mobility
and access to jobs, homes and services in the area.

PUBLIC MEETING

Active engagement with the public is an essential aspect of the
study process. Prior to planning the public meetings, a core group of
leaders in the community needed to be identified; hence a steering
committee was formed. Additionally, stakeholders were researched
including businesses, organizations and institutions in and around
the project study area and thus multiple focus group meetings were
held, which included both the steering committee and stakeholders.
These focus group meetings were imperative to collaborate and
agree upon a process to successfully execute the public meetings.

2. Where do you experience the most congestion?

Responders identified the most congested locations to be in the following areas: Along 1-10 in
Brookshire, US 290 at SH6 in Hempstead and at FM 1098, FM 359 in Pattison, US 90 at Igloo
Rd and Pederson Rd, and FM 2920. Certain time frames were also pointed out when major
congestion occurs. For example, Waller Avenue is congested during rush hours around 4pm;
US 90 is congested at Woods Road during weekends; US 290 at SH 6 is congested during
Prairie View A&M University game days. Some intersections along US 90 at Igloo and Pederson
Rd were also identified where major congestion occurs.

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INTRODUCTION

Fast-growing Waller County is in a vital position to shape its future by planning for growth while
retaining the county’s rural characteristics. Faced with a number of highway and rail initiatives,
plus development plans for new business campuses and residential communities, Waller
County has the opportunity to guide these developments and plan for infrastructure and modal
connectivity where and when it meets local and regional needs.

The Waller County Mobility Plan provides the means for local governing bodies to coalesce
around a common transportation and development vision. It will also play a part in establishing
the county’s character far beyond the short-, mid-, and long-term timeframes of identified
projects.

Active engagement with the public is an essential aspect of the Waller County Mobility Plan.
This Public Involvement Plan outlines the steps that H-GAC, in collaboration with the consultant
team engaged to conduct this study, will undertake to implement a transportation planning
process that supports early and continued participation by the broad spectrum of affected and
interested parties that live, work, and play in the area.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT INITIATIVES

The plan process will engage the public in decision-making, in keeping with the Federal
Highway Administration’s (FHWA) five key initiatives for a successful public participation
process:

e Public involvement is more than simply following legislation and regulations. In a
democratic society, people have opportunities to debate issues, frame alternative solutions,
and affect final decisions. Knowledge is the basis of such participation. The public needs to
know details about a plan or action in order to evaluate the relative importance and
anticipated costs and benefits. Through continued interaction with the entire community,
agencies and project sponsors can build support and assure that the public has the
opportunity to help shape the substance of plans and actions.

e Agency and non-agency partners need to be in continuous contact during
transportation decision-making, from early problem identification to definition of purpose
and need, and from alternatives development to implementation of a particular solution.

e Agencies and project sponsors should use a variety of public involvement techniques
to target different groups or individuals in different ways, according to their varying agendas.
A single, one-size-fits-all approach usually leaves people out of the process.
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e Agencies and project sponsors should search out the public and work hard to elicit
comments. It is true that resources are limited, and agencies cannot make anyone
participate. However, transportation agencies have repeatedly found that actively engaging
the public and changing unsuccessful approaches bring greater results.

e Agencies and project sponsors should focus on increasing public participation in
decisions rather than conducting participation activities because they are required.
Decision-making should include both the continuous stream of informal decisions made by
agency staff and the less frequent formal decisions made by higher-level management.
Timely agency response to ideas from the public and the integration of those ideas into
decisions shows the public that participation is worthwhile. A focus on the wide range of
possible decision points gets agencies past simply offering the public passive opportunities
to comment on proposals just before formal decision-making.

Using FHWA's initiatives as a starting point, the Waller County Mobility Plan team has
customized a Public Involvement Plan that dovetails with the unique character of the area and
needs of the residents, businesses, and employees who face daily mobility challenges.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT ACTIVITIES

This Public Involvement Plan outlines a multi-pronged approach to engaging the diverse entities
and individuals who can provide input to the study process. The project team will convene
groups of people early in the process to define issues. Later stages of the project will focus on
prioritizing recommended improvements.

Steering Committee Meetings

A core group of individuals representing the entities sponsoring the study, policy decision
makers within and adjacent to the study area, and other groups with key input on area mobility
issues will meet regularly to oversee the study.

Public Meetings

The intent of this Public Involvement Plan is to promote honest, active, two-way
communications with the public. The team conducting the study seeks to actively solicit and
listen to the public’s concerns and keep them informed about the study’s progress. The goal is
to provide members of the community the opportunity to participate, allow their concerns to be
expressed, and demonstrate how those concerns have been considered as a part of the project
process.

Public meetings are a major component of this two-way communication effort and are
scheduled to be held at three different times during key stages of the project. The meetings will
be conducted in participatory small groups that actively engage community members in
transportation planning.

September 2017 — Current Conditions and Needs

Participants in small groups will examine the existing county profiles, discussing what works,
what does not, and what could be improved upon. The team will solicit input on issues such as
congestion areas, safety concerns including dangerous curves, street connectivity, and other
critiques of the existing transportation networks. Participants will also be asked to help identify
community values and priorities and to map “treasured places” throughout the county that they
would like to see maintained or enhanced.
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January 2018 — Future Scenarios

Participants will review transportation alternatives. Team members will facilitate participants’
identification of the elements of preferred future transportation investments.

May 2018 — Prioritizing Implementation

Community members will review the draft plan, noting how it reflects the vision they built during
the first two rounds of public meetings. Facilitated discussions will enable the public to identify
the amount of resources that should be invested in different types of transportation programs,
from bicycle and pedestrian facilities to transit and highways.

Meeting Venues

To give ample opportunity for members of the public to participate in the process, each round of
meetings will be held on two separate nights in two different locations — one location in the
southern part of the county and the other in the northern part. Potential venues under
consideration to host public meetings include:

Publicity Plan

A multi-faceted approach will be implemented to achieve widespread publicity to encourage
members of all facets of the public to participate in public meetings:

Committee members, other area municipalities, homeowner and civic associations, and
professional organizations.

e Posting on Intranet of major employers.

e Inserts in utility bills of local providers.

the consultant team is slated to participate in up to 12 of those meetings. The team has
identified a variety of types of meetings to maximize input from community members.

Focus Group Meetings

Focus group meetings will be held at the beginning and near the end of the study. The first
round of meetings will gather in-depth information from participants about existing conditions,
major transportation concerns, and proposed and anticipated new development. The second
round of meetings will be held prior to the final round of public meetings to receive feedback on
the proposed recommendations. Each round of focus groups will be held in four locations, one
in each county precinct, with the following invited participants:

H-GAC will identify businesses for one-on-one meetings
and coordinate with the project team about staffing the meetings.

Environmental Justice

Seeking out and considering the opinions and needs of Waller County’s traditionally
underserved residents — persons with low-income, minorities, the elderly/disabled, individuals
with limited English proficiency, and persons with certain other recognized socio-economic
indicators of disadvantage — is integral to public participation in this study. Environmental
Justice principles require that the traditionally underserved populations are not
disproportionately impacted by the adverse effects of development actions or denied the
benefits of transportation investments, but are given a meaningful and fair opportunity to
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participate in the planning decision making process. To effectively reach out to the traditionally
underserved, the team will partner with local organizations focused on their needs, including:

At the end of the project, the team will compile a digital file summarizing all public involvement
activities throughout the project, including steering committee and stakeholder meetings,
workshops, public meetings, and presentations to elected officials, agencies, and community
organizations.
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Data collection is crucial for establishing a baseline of the mobility conditions within Waller
County. This section provides a summary of the data collected and reviewed by the project team to
determine existing mobility conditions.

The data that was collected and reviewed for this study included comprehensive plans,
thoroughtare plans, site development plans, and more were collected and reviewed. Traffic and
roadway characteristics were gathered, including information on Waller County RTP and TIP
projects, 24-hour traffic counts, pavement conditions, crash data, and demographic data.

2040 REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION PLAN

The Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) identifies the Region’s transportation needs, goals and
policies over the next 25 years. The RTP serves as a guide for maintaining and improving the
current transportation system and identifies investment priorities. The 2040 RTP is the most recent
update to this planning process involving the eight-county transportation planning area.

The 2040 RTP is fiscally constrained, meaning that the projects within the plan can be
implemented using federal and state revenues.

In total, the 2040 RTP includes recommended investments of $75 billion (in current dollars) for the
eight-county region. These investment priorities are based on conservative estimates of available
revenues over the next 25 years.

In Waller County, the 2040 RTP recommends investments of $458 million (in current dollars), for
funded and non-funded projects shown in Table B-1. Only two of the RTP projects are currently
funded, the widening of the James Muse Parkway and widening of Woods Road totaling 19.8
million (in current dollars).

These recommended investments represent critical improvements to accommodate future growth
and mobility.

TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

The H-GAC Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is a four-year fiscally constrained financial
plan of transportation projects approved to receive federal funding. Projects selected for the TIP
are priorities for the region in all surface transportation areas include roadways and highways,
transit, bike / pedestrian, preventive maintenance, rehabilitation and transportation operations.

The Transportation Policy Council (TPC) oversees the development of and adopts the TIP.
Following adoption, the TPC monitors implementation of the TIP and approves significant changes
to projects contained in the TIP. New projects are added to the TIP on a periodic basis and a Call
for Projects is conducted approximately every two years'.

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TRAFFIC COUNTS

The project team collected traffic counts at various
locations throughout the County to determine the
traffic volumes. This information was used to
determine the existing traffic and truck volumes in
Waller County.

WEEKDAY TRAFFIC COUNTS

Weekday bidirectional 24-hour traffic count data was
collected at 100 locations in April 2017 on a variety of
roadway types including Farm-to-Market (FM) roads,
State Highways (SH), United State Highways (US),
Interstate Highways (IH), and local roads (Figure B-1).
The weekday traffic counts were collected using tubes
and traffic cameras. The weekday traffic counts
provided updated information on the status of traffic
conditions across Waller County and a baseline
assessment of the impacts of recent developments on
traffic conditions.

Of the 100 count locations, 30 locations collected
class counts which provided data on truck volumes.
Figure B-2 presents the percent of trucks of total
weekday daily traffic. The truck data were
supplemented with the H-GAC Regional Travel
Demand Model data for the other 70 locations.

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WINDSHIELD ROADWAY CONDITION SURVEY

Input from the first round of public
meeting indicated that roadway
condition was a major concern for the
residents of Waller County. To
evaluate the existing roadway
conditions, the project team
performed a windshield survey of
roadway pavement for the 53
roadway segments within the
communities of Hempstead, Prairie
View, Waller, Pattison, Brookshire and

Katy in Waller County.

For pavement survey, the team used a
pavement rating guide (Table B-3) in
performing the windshield survey. The
pavement conditions were
categorized into three broad
categories: good, fair, or poor. The
results of the windshield roadway
conditions survey can be viewed in
Figure B-4 and Figure B-5.

The cities of Prairie View, Pine Island,
Waller, and Katy have pavement
condition in Good and Fair
Condition. Hempstead has one key
route in Poor condition, and the City
of Pattison has the highest amount of
roadway segments with pavement in
Poor condition.

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DEMOGRAPHIC DATA

The project team collected demographic data of household population and employment within
Waller County to understand the potential impact on travel mobility.
HOUSEHOLD POPULATION GROWTH

“Household Population” is defined by the U.S. Census Bureau as the population living in occupied
housing units; this excludes populations living in “Group Quarters” such as nursing facilities,
prisons and jails, dormitories, and homeless shelters.

According to the H-GAC regional growth forecast, Waller County will have an increase in

household population by 176% from 39, 500 persons in 2010 to 106, 232 persons in 2040
(Figure B-6).

EMPLOYMENT GROWTH

According to H-GAC regional growth forecast, Waller County’s employment is projected to
increase by 41% from 21,052 in 2010 to 29,096 in 2040 (Figure B-7).

Local communities desire population and economic growth. Such growth brings increased tax
revenue, economic prosperity, social diversity, and increased services and amenities. With
proper planning the challenges that come with growth, such as traffic congestion, housing
shortages, and strains on local services and schools, can be minimized or eliminated.

Community growth typically happens incrementally over time, so it is hard to anticipate the
demand growth will create on existing facilities and services. Likewise, because local
governments deal with land development projects on a case-by-case basis, it is sometimes
difficult to see the cumulative impact of these projects on the local transportation network.

The growth metrics below are intended to help Waller County officials better comprehend the
magnitude of future population growth. These metrics are rough estimates of the potential

impact of population growth and should not be considered definitive expectations of future
growth or demand. Rather, the metrics are “food for thought” meant to facilitate
contemplation of policies needed to accommodate such growth should it occur.

The metrics include projections for water demand, housing, education facilities, and
businesses. Housing projections include projections for single-family, multi-family, and
manufactured housing. Methodology and assumptions for each topic are explained in that
section.

Water Demand

Land development and urban growth are virtually impossible without water. Therefore, it is
worth assessing the projected water demand for Waller County based on future population
growth. The Waller County Comprehensive Strategic Plan (WCCS Plan) states that Waller
County primarily relies on groundwater for municipal and agricultural uses. The WCCS Plan
also states that Waller County should manage and protect its water resources.

The Texas Water Development Board (TWDB) is the state agency responsible for water
planning and calculates water demand for all counties in Texas. TWDB water demand figures
are show below for reference purposes only. TWDB data is available on their website at
http://www.twdb.texas.gov.

Table 1 shows projected water demand in Waller County based on TWDB and H-GAC
population projections for 2040. TWDB projects a population of 75,535 in Waller County in
2040. In contrast, H-GAC predicts a population of 175,895. Water demand acre-feet totals
are based on the TWDB acre-feet per person amounts from the 2020 TWDB Water Demand
Projections.

As the Urban Land Institute notes, “As more U.S. land becomes urbanized and less is used for
agriculture, water use is certain to increase, straining freshwater sources both above and below
ground” (2002). With 175,000 residents, Waller County would need 13 percent more water
than TWDB is projecting. The increase in municipal water demand is noteworthy at 167
percent more than TWDB estimate.

Housing

Housing demand in Waller County will increase with population. A shortage of quality housing
stock can hurt both population and economic growth. As the WCCS Plan states, “When
communities fail to adequately address housing demands, large segments of the workforce
may choose to commute in from outside of the County. This could result in the County being
unable to attract the skilled labor force needed to attract quality industry to the local
communities”.

size. Note that the figures in Table 3 are in addition to existing housing stock in Waller County.

Waller County has a high percentage of manufactured homes. Nearly one-quarter of all

housing stock in Waller County is currently manufactured housing. An assumption in the

housing projections that follows is that the percentages of housing types in Waller County will

mirror state averages in the future. This assumption means that the percentage of
manufactured homes in Waller will generally decrease by 2040. Another assumption is that

household size will remain constant at 3.02 persons through 2040.

Based on the projection in Table 3, Waller County will need more than 29,000 additional
single-family homes by 2040. Over 100 apartment complexes could be added, and roughly

five new manufactured home communities could be developed, based on the assumptions of

the scenario. The location of these developments, and the roadway systems to and through
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them, will have major impacts on the transportation network of Waller County and its cities.
Such potential growth emphasizes the need for updated subdivision platting requirements,
especially right-of-way dedication and roadway design geometry, as well as access
management regulations.

In Texas, the median number of vehicles per household is 2.3 vehicles. The total projected
housing units above could potentially generate 494,827 daily trips by 2040.

Education

According to the WCCS Plan, education is a factor considered by businesses and persons
contemplating moving into an area. With increasing population comes a need for additional
educational facilities. School-related vehicle trips account for as much as 25 percent of daily
weekday traffic. The location of school facilities and roadway infrastructure to support them is

vital for safety and mobility within the community. Table 4 shows public school metrics for
Waller County for the 2016-2017 school year.

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Table 5 shows the academic and financial information for the four school districts that service
Waller County. The ability of Waller County school districts to fund new facilities, purchase
transportation equipment, and hire new staff will profoundly affect development patterns within
the county. Accordingly, these development patterns will impact the county’s transportation
network. Moreover, the school districts may be required to improve or construct new roadways
as part of the construction of new facilities. Therefore, the financial health of Waller County
school districts is important.

Table 6 shows the additional school facilities needed with projected population increase to
175,895 persons. These facilities will be in addition to existing school facilities shown in the
first column. The additional facilities are based on the assumptions that (1) the percentage of
population under 18 years of age will remain at 24.4 percent of the total population; (2) the
current percentages of students in elementary, middle, and high school will remain unchanged
thru 2040; and, (3) additional campuses are based on current average campus sizes in Waller
County. Increasing campus enrollment per school will reduce the need for additional facilities
but will increase traffic volumes at these campuses.

Average Waller County school campus sizes are currently 687 students for elementary schools,
826 students for middle/junior high schools, and 1,621 students for senior high schools. In
2014, the median cost of a new elementary school was $43,693 per student and provided
188 square feet per student. For middle schools the cost was $43,635 per student, with 173.4
square feet per student. High schools cost $45 million each and provided a median of
173,727 square feet (School Planning & Management, 2015). Applying these costs to the
projected facilities in Table 6, and using the average campus sizes mentioned above, the
school districts serving Waller County could potentially spend over $900 million for new
schools. Based on average Waller County campus sizes, new elementary schools would be
approximately 129,000 square feet, and middle/junior high schools would be about 143,000
square feet.

Table 7 shows the amount of daily vehicle trips these additional schools would generate. Daily
trips are based on 1.29 trips per elementary student, 1.62 trips per middle/junior high student,
and 1.71 trips per high school student.

Business

Economic growth is key to any community’s vitality and prosperity. However, like all other
forms of growth, economic development generates additional traffic. Table 8 shows the
potential additional businesses in Waller County based on population threshold analysis.
Population threshold analysis estimates the population levels needed to support various types
of businesses. This type of business analysis is a simple and quick way to determine retail and
service business growth. The figures below are rough estimates of the potential number of
businesses that can be supported by the projected population increase. However, it should be
noted that other factors, such median household income, product or service demand, level of
competition, and physical infrastructure, also affect the location and expansion of businesses.

The business types in tables 8 and 9 are listed by Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) codes.
SIC is a system established by the US government for classifying major businesses and
industries. SIC codes are hierarchical, and use two-, four-, and six-digit codes to characterize
the primary business of a company or organization. The SIC codes below are for retail trade
and service businesses only, and do not account for the introduction or expansion of other
industries in Waller County to the resultant traffic impacts of the respective facilities of those
industries.
