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Executive Summary 
Overview
The Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan (CCTP) study was a coordinated effort 
between the Houston-Galveston Area Council (H-GAC) and Chambers County. In the 
last decade, Chambers County has become one of Texas’ fastest-growing counties¹.  
With an increased population, congestion and mobility-related issues can quickly 
arise. The County will use the Thoroughfare Plan to preserve roadway right-of-way as 
development occurs. The goal of this project is to assist the County in developing a 
transportation network as growth continues in the region. The development of the 
Thoroughfare Plan was a collaborative process, analyzing multiple scenarios and 
enabling citizens, stakeholders, and elected officials to make informed decisions 
about the facilities and policies needed for a growing Chambers County.

Vision and Goals
The Steering Committee drafted an overarching vision that guided the purpose and 
direction for the Plan. Decision-makers included the Steering Committee and other 
stakeholders.
The vision of the Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan is to establish guidelines and 
policies to develop a safe, well-connected, and efficient county-wide transportation 
system that provides adequate mobility for people, goods and services, and 
promotes orderly growth and redevelopment throughout the County.
Subsequent goals were then provided to help realize the Plan’s vision and guide the 
final recommendations.

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Key Issues 
CONNECTIVITY
Existing portions of Chambers County 
roadway network lack connectivity or require 
alternative routes along critical corridors. 
Enhancing connectivity within the roadway 
network helps to redistribute traffic more 
evenly across the entire system. This helps 
keep local trips off arterial roads, provides 
alternative routes to destinations, reduces 
travel time, and improves safety. County 
officials can use the Thoroughfare Plan to 
develop a well-connected roadway network 
by preserving right-of-way for future roadway 
corridors.

EXISTING BARRIERS
Existing barriers include natural and man-
made obstacles that may limit or prohibit 
roadway development:

» Trinity River
» Bayous
» Canals
» Railroads
» Airports
» Wetlands or environmentally

sensitive areas
» Floodplains
» Wildlife Refuges
» Pipelines and petrochemical facilities
» Residential
» Commercial Developments

These barriers can be overcome when developing thoroughfares, but to do so may be costly and/or time-consuming. The 2025 Chambers 
County Thoroughfare Plan identifies general alignments to avoid such barriers when possible.

CONGESTION
Traffic congestion in Chambers County is 
primarily concentrated on the west side, 
corresponding with the areas’ highest levels 
of development. One of the major congestion 
locations in Chambers County is on IH 10 
between the Harris County line to SH 61.  IH 10 
is the only continuous east-west corridor and 
the only Trinity River crossing in the County. 
Currently, there are no reasonable alternative 
routes so when major incidents occur along 
IH 10, motorists can be stuck on IH 10 for 
hours. A parallel route is needed to relieve 
congestion and provide an alternate route for 
IH 10. As development increases along IH 10, 
additional roadways are needed to improve 
connectivity for increased traffic demand 
associated with commercial port, residential, 
and recreational facilities.
In addition to IH 10, roadway users experience 
congestion along other major corridors 
including SH 146, FM 565, FM 3180, and FM 
2354. Additional capacity improvements can 
be considered to address the congested  
conditions during peak periods of the day due 
to the mix of residential trips and commercial 
traffic. 

EVACUATION ROUTES

2025 Thoroughfare Plan Development
NEIGHBORING MOBILITY STUDIES AND THOROUGHFARE PLANS
Chambers County is adjacent to Liberty County to the north, Jefferson County to the east, Galveston County to the southwest, and Harris 
County to the west. The project team reviewed and evaluated existing thoroughfare and transportation plans of the adjacent counties, 
along with local community plans within Chambers County. Recognizing and aligning priority corridors from existing plans with the Chambers 
County Thoroughfare Plan ensures connectivity and efficiency. 
Baytown and Mont Belvieu Thoroughfare Plans, along with planned TxDOT projects, were incorporated into the Chambers County 
Thoroughfare Plan.
Within growing eastern Chambers County, the existing rural roadway network contains substantial gaps and many of the roadways have 
narrow or no shoulders. To improve mobility and connectivity, the Thoroughfare Plan aligned recommended new routes with existing 
roadways where possible. Recommended cross-sections for the new routes and upgraded existing routes contain roadway shoulders or 
paths to improve bicycle and pedestrian safety. 
The Chambers County Commissioners’ Court adopted the final Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan map seen in Figure D on April 22, 2025. 
Development of the map involved nine (9) formal reviews. 
Based on available 2023 TxDOT Roadway Inventory data, Chambers County maintains 376 miles of existing thoroughfares, excluding local 
roads. The 2025 Thoroughfare Plan Map adds 317 miles of proposed thoroughfares to Chambers County’s roadway network.

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TYPICAL ROADWAY CROSS-SECTIONS
As part of the Thoroughfare Plan process, design criteria recommendations were developed for each roadway classification. The 
design recommendations are based on the goal of achieving a safe and efficient roadway network that addresses current and future 
transportation needs for Chambers County. 
Standard lane widths are 12 feet; wider shared-use lanes to accommodate bicycle use are not recommended. Separate bike lanes, 
bike-accessible shoulders, or separate bike paths such as shared-use paths with pedestrian traffic is recommended. Urban and suburban 
environments increase the need for incorporating pedestrian and bicycle facilities into the overall right-of-way cross-section.

IMPLEMENTATION OF 2025 CHAMBERS COUNTY THOROUGHFARE PLAN 
The Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan is intended to be a guide for the County’s future roadway network that can be actively referenced 
and implemented. Implementing the recommendations and the general right-of-way alignments will require coordination between 
Chambers County, local cities, regional governing entities, and land developers. As land parcels become platted or replatted, it will be 
critical for Chambers County to ensure developments are built in coordination with the Plan’s long-term vision. 
The Plan’s adoption and completion represents the collective efforts of the County, stakeholders group, and the community to identify 
mobility concerns based on existing and future projections, and develop recommendations to address these challenges.
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INTERPRETATION OF THE 2025 CCTP MAP 
The 2025 CCTP Map shows  new street connections to be made at an undefined point in the future. Many of these new connections are likely 
to be constructed in segments, when development occurs in those areas. In no instance should any of these connections on the 2025 CCTP 
Map be interpreted as showing exact alignments for new streets; they are instead intended to represent conceptual connections from one 
location to another. 
This document recognizes that the actual implementation of the new connections shown will be highly dependent on numerous unknowns, 
such as future traffic demand, timing and location of future development, environmental findings, and engineering and financial feasibility. 
These unknowns do not invalidate the need for or content of this Plan, but rather reinforce the appropriateness of viewing the new 
connections as conceptual. As such, these new connections should in no way be interpreted as or used to limit the current use of the areas 
in which they are located. These conceptual connections should, however, be incorporated into new subdivisions and other developments 
in these areas. 
Further, in no way should any future connection shown on the 2025 CCTP Map be interpreted as establishing an easement or right-of-way for 
that connection or in any way claiming private property for public use. 

NEXT STEPS 
The next steps that need to be completed by the County for successful implementation of the adopted Thoroughfare Plan include: 

» Updating existing subdivision regulations.
» Instituting policies and procedures to coordinate and optimize transportation investments in the county.
» Coordinating with the TxDOT Beaumont District to complete the County Corridor Agreement Request Form. Recommend that all

jurisdictions within County boundaries adopt the Chambers County Subdivision Regulations, street classifications, street standards, and
the Design and Construction Manual to maintain a consistent standard in development of new subdivisions, streets, and alleys within
the Chambers County Borders.

» Collaborating with the development community to ensure that roadway investments satisfy existing and future growth needs.
» Coordinating with Baytown, Mont Belvieu, Anahuac, Beach City,  Cove, Old River-Winfree, Winnie, Stowell, Liberty County, Harris

County and Jefferson County to ensure their Thoroughfare Plans complements the 2025 CCTP.
» Developing a process to amend the thoroughfare plan.
» Updating the thoroughfare plan every 5 years.

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The Thoroughfare Plan’s primary purpose is to design a network of major roadways intended to provide adequate access and mobility. 
It includes freeways, major and secondary arterials, and major collectors. The Plan will guide the County by indicating where needed 
roadway right-of way should be preserved so that as development occurs or as traffic increases, the County will have the ability to develop 
the appropriate transportation facilities. The Plan also supports orderly development as private development occurs and minimizes the 
disruption and displacement of people and businesses by providing a long range predictable plan. The Plan is a statement of intention, not a 
guarantee of action.

A Thoroughfare Plan map displays the proposed general alignments for the extensions of existing arterial and collectors, and planned new 
roadways. It is important to note that the actual alignments of these roadways will likely vary somewhat from this plan and will be determined 
through the subdivision development process and the preliminary engineering phase of design. Slight modifications to facility locations, such 
as a shift of an alignment several hundred feet one way or another or changes in roadway curvature, are warranted and accepted as long 
as the intent of the Thoroughfare Plan to provide system connectivity and appropriate types of facilities is not compromised. As development 
occurs, alignment studies will  be needed to determine the exact location of some roadways, keeping in mind the overall purpose and intent 
of the Thoroughfare Plan and the alignments shown on it.
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The Steering Committee drafted an overarching vision that guided the purpose and direction for the Plan. Decision-makers included the 
Steering Committee and other stakeholders.
The vision of the Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan is to establish guidelines and policies to develop a safe, well-connected, and efficient 
county-wide transportation system that provides adequate mobility for people, goods and services, and promotes orderly growth and 
redevelopment throughout the County.

Vision and Goals
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The purpose of a Major Thoroughfare Plan is to provide the county with a blueprint for an adequate 
and maintainable transportation network that can be developed as the county grows. Ideally 
the network should reduce congestion, improve travel times, and promote public safety. The plan 
must address the need for connectivity; identify where traffic volumes are placing a burden on the 
transportation system today and in the future; identify where right-of-way will be required to address 
the identified need; and identify potential issues such as man-made barriers or floodplain issues that 
could impact the feasibility of a future connection. This Thoroughfare Plan will ultimately assist the 
county in positioning the necessary infrastructure before or as development is occurring to meet the 
travel needs of the region, by: 

» Identifying roadway needs throughout the county
» Identifying future right of way needs
» Identifying new roadway corridors that improve connectivity
» Establishing road design guidelines that result in consistency throughout the county
» Establishing roadway functional classifications

Steps Taken 
Beyond the proposed Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan map, the CCTP consists of the findings 
and recommendations from the thoroughfare planning process. The sections below outline a high-
level summary of the CCTP’s planning process. 
The first step in developing the Thoroughfare Plan involved reviewing existing conditions and existing 
and previous thoroughfare plans for Chambers County and communities within the County. 
The next step was to develop the County’s vision for the future with input from the Steering Committee and public, then identify gaps in the 
existing roadway network and potential new corridors.
The third step involved evaluating the identified gaps and new corridors through a gap and connectivity analysis. This entailed identifying 
barriers (man-made or natural) that would affect future roadway development and require mitigation. 
In the fourth step, the project team identified corridors that encroached into floodways, floodplains, and preservation lands such as parks or 
environmentally sensitive areas. 
The fifth step involved consolidating the data to develop a draft thoroughfare plan for feedback from the Steering Committee, stakeholders, 
and local communities through focus groups and public meetings. 
The sixth step solicited input from the Steering Committee, local municipalities, and communities through stakeholder groups and the public via 
two public meetings. Comments were reviewed, and the Plan adjusted when necessary. 
The last step was County adoption of the Thoroughfare Plan. The map and design criteria were adopted at the April 22, 2025 Commissioners 
Court meeting. The County is now responsible for implementing, maintaining, and updating the Thoroughfare Plan on a regular basis. It is 
recommended that the plan be reviewed every 5 years and that the County’s Subdivision regulations be updated to reflect the design 
standards and/or policies presented in this Plan.

Planning Process
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Existing Conditions
Chambers County, Texas is predominately a rural county located southeast of the Houston metropolitan area, in the Coastal Prairie Region. 
Neighboring counties include Harris County (west), Liberty County (north), Jefferson County (east), and Galveston County (southwest). The 
County Seat is in the City of Anahuac, also known locally as “the alligator capital of Texas”. 
Within the County’s 579 square miles of land area, a growing population of more than 46,000 residents is concentrated on the western side of 
the County, specifically west of the Trinity River Bridge. Home to the Jocelyn Nungaray National Wildlife Refuge (formerly Anahuac National 
Wildlife Refuge), Moody National Wildlife Refuge, and the Trinity River Island Recreation Area, Chambers County is known for its beautiful 
coastline, natural fresh and saltwater wetlands, and coastal prairie. 
Within the diverse landscape, the County houses six cities, three census-designated places, and seven unincorporated communities.
In the last decade, Chambers County has become one of Texas’ fastest-growing counties2 and has doubled its population since the early 
2000s. The rapid population growth can be largely attributed to the high number of jobs provided by globally-recognized petrochemical and 
industrial gas manufacturing plants in the County.
This section of the Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan examines the current state of Chambers County, including resident demographics, 
topography, prior thoroughfare planning efforts, and existing roadway network.

EXISTING PATTERNS
Over 70% of the County is considered 
vacant and developable, allowing 
the potential for growth in all land use 
types across the County. Chambers 
County can expect future large 
residential developments east of 
the Trinity River as well as the build 
out of the major industry-owned 
land east of Baytown. Based on 
recent development applications 
received by the County, residential 
and commercial developments are 
expected east of Lake Anahuac and 
along the Trinity Bay coastline. The 
large areas shown as dark green areas 
represent the Parks and Open Space 
within the County, namely around the 
Trinity National Wildlife Refuge and 
Jocelyn Nungaray National Wildlife 
Refuge (formerly Anahuac National 
Wildlife Refuge).

Topography
Chambers County contains a significant system of wetlands, including fresh and saltwater marshes. The Jocelyn Nungaray National Wildlife 
Refuge, located in the southeastern corner of the County, is a 37,000-acre network of lands and waters established by the US Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Service in 1863 to preserve and protect the County’s coastal marshlands, critical habitats, and animal species. This Refuge 
is a vital home to the region’s wildlife ecosystem. In addition to the Jocelyn Nungaray National Wildlife Refuge, Chambers County is also 
home to the Moody National Wildlife Refuge.  This 3,500 acre Refuge is protected by a conservation easement and not open to the general 
public.
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Air Quality 
Air quality has been a heightened 
concern in Chambers County over 
the past few decades. Based on 
the United States Environmental 
Protection Agency’s annual report, 
Chambers County has been rated as 
“Severe” in all Criteria Pollutants:

» Carbon monoxide (CO)
» Lead (Pb)
» Nitrogen dioxideNO2

» OzoneO3

» Particulate matter (PM)
» Sulfur dioxideSO2

The air quality monitoring sites 
nearest to Chambers County are 
predominately located in the 
industrial areas within Harris County. 
Within Chambers County, two sites 
are located near the tip of the 
southern peninsula along Trinity Bay.

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Barriers to 
Development
Due to the proximity to the Gulf and 
high industrial presence, the County 
has a substantial pipeline network. 
As shown in Figure 2.5, there is a high 
concentration of pipelines towards 
the northwest corner of the County, 
heavily concentrated near the City 
of Mont Belvieu and along SH 146 
and SH 99. Several pipelines span 
the eastern part of the County and 
within Trinity Bay, itself. 
Pipelines and pipeline easements 
can imapct the proposed 
alignments of future roadways and 
associated rights-of-ways.

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Flooding and 
Evacuation Routes
Chambers County, like the rest 
of the Gulf Coast region, is prone 
to flooding. However, due to the 
topography, the County is also 
the collecting basin for region-
wide rivers and bayous. In addition 
to flooding, hurricanes are also 
historically common natural 
disasters. While examining the 
evacuation routes for the County, 
access is limited for the southern 
parts of the County along the 
east and west sides. The National 
Evacuation Routes include:

» SH 146
» Portions of SH 99

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Active Transportation 
The existing active transportation network within Chambers County is 
limited. Based on existing TxDOT and H-GAC data, the only portions 
of the County that have an existing sidewalk/cyclist network are 
located within the City of Mont Belvieu. 

PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLIST 
INFRASTRUCTURE  
The Chambers County Subdivision Manual Article 2: Definition of 
Terms states that sidewalks are required for all subdivisions that have 
curb and gutter roads or urban roads. Sidewalks must be a minimum 
of 5 feet wide and contain reinforced concrete that meets the slope, 
ramp, and safety requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act 
and Texas Accessibility Standards. Sidewalks will not be maintained 
by the County.
Beyond Mont Belvieu’s existing sidewalk network, as shown in 
bright yellow lines in Figure 2.10, there are other master-planned 
communities throughout the County that include privately 
maintained sidewalks.

TRANSIT
Currently, there is no public transit in 
Chambers County, nor is the County serviced 
by TxDOT’s Rural Transit District. The closest 
transit systems include the Baytown-Harris 
County Transit System and the Galveston 
Island Transit District.
The Chambers County Transit Plan was approved by the Chambers County Commissioners Court on August 25, 2009. 
The report provided short-, medium-, and long-term recommendations that would help the County to plan, fund, and 
implement demand response and park and ride services.

Alternatives for high volume industrial traffic 
corridors
There are several roads in the western part 
of the County that experience high volumes 
of industrial traffic, including SH 146 and FM 
2354. Alternative north/south corridors are 
needed on the western side of the County to 
distribute traffic, however due to the existing 
developments no new north/south options are 
feasible. To ensure flexibility in the network, it 
is important that the east-west corridors are 
preserved. These connections will provide 
access to existing north/south facilities.
Alternatives to IH 10 Corridor 
Currently IH 10 is the only east/west corridor 
that traverses the County. It is also the only 
facility that crosses the Trinity River. As seen 
the Crash Heat map on page XXX, IH 10 has 
a high occurrence of crashes. This facility is 
plagued with crashes that can shut down the 
freeway for hours. When this occurs, traffic has 
nowhere else to go and drivers are forced to 
wait until the freeway reopens.

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ADDITIONAL BARRIERS
The Thoroughfare Plan development 
process identified areas that are less 
suitable for roadway infrastructure 
development as shown on Figure 3.10: 
Development Limitations. Planning the 
roadway network around institutional 
land uses (schools, hospitals, 
government buildings), industrial 
land uses (refineries, factories, 
manufacturing facilities) and existing 
residential land uses pose challenges 
and limitations. Government 
agencies, for instance, have 
procedures, policies, and processes 
that can be time-consuming and 
require approvals from multiple parties 
when negotiating land swaps or site 
relocations. Industrial uses typically 
have extensive infrastructure spread 
over a large land area limiting the 
ability to plan roadway alignments 
in and around the properties. Other 
barriers to thoroughfare planning 
include environmental constraints 
such as FEMA flood zones and 
industrial/hazardous waste sites. 
Railroads and pipelines have 
designated corridors/easements 
and require coordination to cross 
and/or provide grade separation for 
enhanced safety.

To ensure existing traffic safety 
concerns can be recognized in the 
development of the future roadway 
network, five (5) consecutive years 
of Crash Data (2020 - 2024)  were 
gathered from TxDOT Crash Records 
Information System (CRIS) database. 
As illustrated in Figure 3.11: Crash 
areas with bright yellow clusters 
indicate a higher number of crashes, 
whereas areas with faint purple 
clusters indicate a lower number of 
crashes. At a glance, the majority of 
the vehicular crashes occured in the 
western, more populated portions of 
the county. East of Lake Anahuac, 
the majority of crashes occur 
along the IH 10, FM 563 and SH 124 
corridors.

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2025 Thoroughfare Plan
In Section 3, Thoroughfare Development, prior Thoroughfare Planning efforts were shown with the maps that were produced but not formally 
adopted through the Commissioner’s Court. Figure 4.1: 2025 Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan Map documents the collective efforts 
of the project team along with the Steering Committee, Stakeholders Group, and the public to create the Thoroughfare Plan Map that 
ultimately reflects the desired roadway network as Chambers County continues to grow and develop.
The proposed corridors shown on the map represent future transportation corridors based on existing conditions analysis, projected 
population and future developments. 
To develop the thoroughfare plan, several rounds of input and feedback were held to produce the final version adopted by the Chambers 
County Commissioner’s Court on April 22, 2025. The document was shared and reviewed at nine key events and engagement opportunities, 
as detailed below.

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In reference to prior County-wide and partial-County Thoroughfare Plan maps, most existing roadways were assigned to the Major Arterials 
Roadway Classification in the 2025 Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan Map. Considering that Chambers is one of the more rural and 
sparsely populated Counties within the Houston-Galveston Area Council region, most of the existing Major Arterials shown on the map are 
Interstate Highways, State Highways, Farm to Market Roads, and County Roads. Only a handful of existing Thoroughfares located through 
one of the six Cities, including Mont Belvieu, Winnie, and Stowell, were designated as an Existing Minor Arterial or an Existing Major Collector. 
To support the desired roadway network shown in the Thoroughfare Plan Map, recommendations to roadway cross-section development 
and County Policies have also been provided to aid preservation of critical ROW and land parcels.

PROPOSED THOROUGHFARES BY ROADWAY CLASSIFICATION: 
Based on 2023 TxDOT Roadway Inventory data available, Chambers County maintains 376 miles of existing thoroughfares, excluding local 
roads.  The 2025 Thoroughfare Plan Map adds 317 miles of proposed thoroughfares to Chambers County’s roadway network.

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Typical Roadway Cross-Sections
Design criteria recommendations for the roadway classifications described above are shown in Table 4.1. The design criteria are based on 
the goal of achieving a safe and efficient roadway network that addresses current and future transportation needs for Chambers County. 
Standard lane widths are 12 feet; wider shared-use lanes to accommodate bicycle use are not recommended. Separate bike lanes, 
bike-accessible shoulders, or separate bike paths such as shared-use paths with pedestrian traffic is recommended. Urban and suburban 
environments increase the need for incorporating pedestrian and bicycle traffic considerations.

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COMPONENTS OF CROSS – SECTION 
Roadway drainage is a major consideration in determining minimum Right-of-Way needs. Slopes adjacent to travel lanes should be as flat as 
possible to allow errant vehicles opportunity to recover when they leave the roadway. Front slopes of 4:1 (horizontal:vertical) and back slopes 
of 3:1 were utilized in determining the minimum ROW widths shown in Table 4.1 for roadways having open ditches between the roadway 
and ROW edge. Slopes of 6:1 were utilized for depressed center medians. Storm sewer systems can reduce the amount of ROW needed 
by removing the open ditches, though these systems are expensive. For roadways having storm sewer systems, ROW width is affected by 
border width. The border is the area between the roadway and right-of-way line that accommodates sidewalks, provides sight distance for 
intersecting roadways or driveways, and provides location for utilities.
Medians are the portion of the highway separating opposing directions of the traveled way and may be depressed, raised or flush with 
the traveled way surface. Medians provide separation from opposing traffic, provide a recovery area for out-of-control vehicles, provide 
a refuge area in case of emergencies, allow space for left-turn lanes, minimize headlight glare, and provide width for future lanes (Source: 
AASHTO). Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) defines the median width as the width of the portion of divided highway separating the 
traveled ways for traffic in opposite directions (including the inside shoulder). In developing the cross-sections for urban arterials, a raised 
median width of 20 feet was utilized to allow for a 12-foot left-turn lane with 8-foot refuge island for pedestrian crosswalks at intersections. For 
rural arterials, a depressed median width of 40 feet with 4-foot inside shoulders provides a 48-foot buffer between opposing traffic.  Statistical 
studies have shown that over 90 percent of median encroachments involve lateral distances traveled of 48-ft or less (Source: TxDOT RDM).
Shared-use path (SUP) design criteria are based on the physical and operating characteristics of path users. Due to a large percentage 
of path users being adult bicyclists, they are considered the primary design user. A 10-foot SUP is the minimum recommended width for 
two-directional paths and was used in the development of the cross-sections. Since SUPs are utilized by pedestrians, the paths must meet 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) and Public Rights-of-Way Accessibility Guidelines (PROWAG) requirements. 
Shoulders serve many functions in increasing safety on roadways. The shoulder is the portion of the roadway contiguous with the travel lanes. 
They increase safety by providing refuge for stopped vehicles, provide use by emergency vehicles when travel lanes are blocked, provide 
additional space for vehicles to maneuver, increase sight distance on horizontal curves, and in some cases accommodate bicyclists. Studies 
indicate wider shoulders can significantly decrease crashes on multilane roadways as ADT and speed increase. Shoulders also provide lateral 
support to the travel lane pavement structure and increase lateral clearance to signs and guardrails. In developing the cross-sections, urban 
and rural settings along with associated bicycle use of the facility was used in determining the minimum or usual shoulder width. The presence 
or absence of SUPs or sidewalks along with design speed and ADT was included in the determination.

TYPICAL CROSS SECTIONS
The typical cross-sections illustrated in this Thoroughfare Plan are conceptual in nature and do not take into account all factors such as 
land use, environmental conditions, or local situations that may affect the design of a roadway in a given location. Engineering studies and 
design will be required for all roadways. The cross-sections are intended to provide guidance and options for Chambers County officials in 
determining the amount of ROW to be preserved along corridors for planning purposes.

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The throughfare plan identifies roadway alignments, classifications, and right-of-way (ROW) width which should be preserved to fulfil long-
term transportation needs. At intersections of thoroughfares, ROW corner clips should be preserved to accommodate clear sight distance, 
curb return radii, traffic signal equipment, and pedestrian facilities. The corner clip distance should be determined during the design process, 
based on the individual needs and constraints of each intersection; specifically, the design process should consider the need for additional 
through or turn lanes at key intersections.
Key intersections were identified where more ROW (greater than a typical corner clip) may be required, see Table 4.2: Right-of-Way Analysis 
Intersections. These locations are often the intersection of high-volume thoroughfares where additional capacity improvements, such as 
multiple turn lanes, alternative intersection design, or direct connectors, may be needed. Key intersections also include high-crash locations, 
offset intersections (with potential for realignment), and potential railroad-highway grade-separation locations.
To identify these key intersections, the project team reviewed traffic volumes, crash history, evacuation routes, previous studies, and planned 
projects. Moreover, intersection geometry and land use were examined to identify potential improvements which may merit additional ROW. 
A map of key intersections where additional ROW may be required is provided as Figure 4.8: Right of Way – Key Intersection Analysis. Detailed 
notes on these intersections is provided as an Appendix B - Right of Way and Intersection Analysis.

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A review of existing transportation policies within Chambers County was conducted which included the Texas Transportation Code, 
Chambers County Subdivision Manual, Chambers County Design and Construction Manual, and City Design or Construction Manuals 
(Anahuac, Baytown, Mont Belvieu, Old River Winfree, Beach City). Changes to current policies align with plan goals and seek to fulfill the 
long-term transportation needs of Chambers County. Policy recommendations were guided by the steering committee and informed by 
public input. A summary of policy recommendations is provided on subsequent pages. A detailed table of policy recommendations is 
provided as an Appendix.

Policy Recommendations
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ROADWAY ALIGNMENTS AND CLASSIFICATIONS:
The throughfare plan identifies roadway alignments and classifications so that land can be preserved as the County continues to develop. 
The Chambers County Subdivision Manual, including Appendix F which describes roadway features, should be updated to complement the 
throughfare plan. Cities within the County should adopt similar regulations to maintain a consistent standard in development of new streets 
and subdivisions within the County. Chambers County should coordinate with TxDOT Beaumont District to preserve right-of-way for future 
transportation infrastructure.

ACCESS MANAGEMENT AND BLOCK LENGTH:
Alongside changes to roadway classifications, all corresponding policy documents where classifications are referenced should also be 
updated. Access considerations and block length requirements should also be evaluated as part of the subdivision regulation update. 
There is an inherent tradeoff between access and mobility; higher classifications of roadway should typically have fewer access points and 
larger block lengths. These regulations will establish a well-connected street network which cultivates sustainable development patterns. 
Furthermore, regulations should allow for variations which accommodate the context of each roadway.

TRAFFIC IMPACT ANALYSIS AND ROUGH PROPORTIONALITY
The County should require a Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) for large3 developments, as part of the development platting/permitting process. 
The purpose of a TIA is to identify transportation improvements which mitigate the traffic impact of a proposed development, and therefore 
extend the service life of the transportation system. The County should consider establishing a rough proportionality procedure to justly 
determine the extent a development is responsible for improvements to the transportation system. The rough proportionality system will serve 
as a legal test for the County in determining fair exactions for developers.

3 A TIA isn’t necessary for small commercial or residential projects because the scope of a TIA generally corresponds to the number of vehicle 
trips generated by a development.

IMPLEMENTATION OF 2025 CHAMBERS COUNTY 
THOROUGHFARE PLAN 
The Chambers County Thoroughfare Plan (CCTP) is intended to be a guide in 
the development of the County’s future roadway network. Implementing the 
recommendations and the general ROW alignments listed shown will require 
coordinated efforts between Chambers County, local cities, regional governing 
entities, and private land developers. As land parcels become platted or 
replatted, it will be crucial for Chambers County to ensure developments are 
built in coordination with the Plan’s long-term vision. 

INTERNAL REVIEW AND COORDINATION 
To ensure the effective implementation of the recommendations outlined 
in this plan, Chambers County should first conduct a comprehensive review 
of its existing organizational structure, policies, and codes. This assessment 
is crucial to identify and address any potential inconsistencies that could 
impede the streamlining of proposed actions. Furthermore, given the dynamic 
nature of federal and state regulations, as well as changes in elected officials, 
it is imperative to establish a robust system for regularly updating relevant 
procedures and policies. It is important to note that a Thoroughfare Plan update 
is recommended every five (5) years to reflect evolving conditions, however, 
since the map shows proposed alignments for future routes,  amendments 
may be made to the map more often to update a specific alignment as 
development occurs. As these amendments are approved, it is important that 
all relevant County departments and interested developers have access to the 
most current information regarding the planned roadway network by posting an 
updated map on the County’s website.

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INTERPRETATION OF THE 2025 CCTP MAP
The 2025 CCTP Map shows  new street connections to be made at an undefined point in the future. Many of these new connections are likely 
to be constructed in segments, when development occurs in those areas. In no instance should any of these connections on the 2025 CCTP 
Map be interpreted as showing exact alignments for new streets; they are instead intended to represent conceptual connections from one 
location to another. 

It is recognized by this document that the actual implementation of the new connections shown will be highly dependent on numerous 
unknowns, such as future traffic demand, timing and location of future development, environmental findings, and engineering and financial 
feasibility. These unknowns do not invalidate the need for or content of this Plan, but rather reinforce the appropriateness of viewing the new 
connections as conceptual. As such these new connections should in no way be interpreted as or used to limit the current use of the areas in 
which they are located. These conceptual connections should, however, be incorporated into new subdivisions and other developments in 
these areas. 

Further, in no way should any future connection shown on the 2025 CCTP map be interpreted as establishing an easement or right-of-way for 
that connection or in any way claiming private property for public use. 

NEXT STEPS
There are steps that need to be completed by the County for this adopted Thoroughfare Plan to be successfully implemented. 

This includes: 
» Posting the adopted map on the County website
» Completing TxDOT’s County Corridor Agreement Request

Form and submitting the form to TxDOT’s Beaumont office.
(Note: this step will ensure the 2025 Chambers County
Thoroughfare Plan is enforceable.)

» Updating existing subdivision regulations
» Instituting policies and procedures to coordinate and optimize

transportation investments in the county

» Collaborating with the development community to ensure
that roadway investments satisfy existing and future growth
needs

» Coordinating with Liberty County, Harris County,  Jefferson
County and  all the cities in Chambers County to ensure their
Thoroughfare Plans complement the 2025 CCTP

» Developing a process to amend the thoroughfare plan
» Updating the thoroughfare plan every 5 years
